Genesis 6:2 That the sons of God saw the daughters of men that they were 
fair; and they took them wives of all which they chose. 
(Genesis 6:4) "There were giants in the earth in those days; and also after 
that, when the sons of God came in unto the daughters of men, and they bare 
children to them, the same became mighty men which were of old, men of 
renown." 
Job 1:6 Now there was a day when the sons of God came to present themselves 
before the Lord , and Satan came also among them. 
Job 2:1 Again there was a day when the sons of God came to present 
themselves before the Lord , and Satan came also among them to present 
himself before the Lord . 
Job 38:7 When the morning stars sang together, and all the sons of God 
shouted for joy? 
Amos 8:10 And I will turn your feasts into mourning, and all your songs into 
lamentation; and I will bring up sackcloth upon all loins, and baldness upon 
every head; and I will make it as the mourning of an only son, and the end 
thereof as a bitter day.

Matthew 5:45 That ye may be the children of your Father which is in heaven: 
for he maketh his sun to rise on the evil and on the good, and sendeth rain 
on the just and on the unjust. 
Lk3:38 (ancestry of Jesus) Adam, which was the son of God John 1:12-14 But 
as many as received him, to them gave he power to become the sons of God, 
even to them that believe on his name: [13] Which were born, not of blood, 
nor of the will of the flesh, nor of the will of man, but of God. [14] And 
the Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us, (and we beheld his glory, the 
glory as of the only begotten of the Father,) full of grace and truth. 
Acts 17:28-29 For in him we live, and move, and have our being; as certain 
also of your own poets have said, For we are also his offspring. [29] 
Forasmuch then as we are the offspring of God, we ought not to think that 
the Godhead is like unto gold, or silver, or stone, graven by art and man's 
device. 
Romans 1:3 Concerning his Son Jesus Christ our Lord, which was made of the 
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seed of David according to the flesh; Romans 8:14 For as many as are led by 
the Spirit of God, they are the sons of God. 
Romans 9:5 Whose are the fathers, and of whom as concerning the flesh Christ 
came, who is over all, God blessed for ever. Amen. 
Philippians 2:15 That ye may be blameless and harmless, the sons of God, 
without rebuke, in the midst of a crooked and perverse nation, among whom ye 
shine as lights in the world; 
1 John 3:1-2,8,10 Behold, what manner of love the Father hath bestowed upon 
us, that we should be called the sons of God: therefore the world knoweth us 
not, because it knew him not. [2] Beloved, now are we the sons of God, and 
it doth not yet appear what we shall be: but we know that, when he shall 
appear, we shall be like him; for we shall see him as he is. [8] He that 
committeth sin is of the devil; for the devil sinneth from the beginning. 
For this purpose the Son of God was manifested, that he might destroy the 
works of the devil. [10] In this the children of God are manifest, and the 
children of the devil: whosoever doeth not righteousness is not of God, 
neither he that loveth not his brother.

Ephesians 1:5 Having predestinated us unto the adoption of children by Jesus 
Christ to himself, according to the good pleasure of his will, 
2Thes2:4 son of perdition; who opposeth and exhalteth himself above all that 
is called God...shewing himself that he is God

Hebrews 1:4-6 Being made so much better than the angels, as he hath by 
inheritance obtained a more excellent name than they. [5] For unto which of 
the angels said he at any time, Thou art my Son, this day have I begotten 
thee? And again, I will be to him a Father, and he shall be to me a Son? [6] 
And again, when he bringeth in the firstbegotten into the world, he saith, 
And let all the angels of God worship him. 
Romans 8:3 For what the law could not do, in that it was weak through the 
flesh, God sending his own Son in the likeness of sinful flesh, and for sin, 
condemned sin in the flesh: 
Hebrews 11:17 By faith Abraham, when he was tried, offered up Isaac: and he 
that had received the promises offered up his only begotten son , 
1 John 4:2-3 Hereby know ye the Spirit of God: Every spirit that confesseth 
that Jesus Christ is come in the flesh is of God: [3] And every spirit that 
confesseth not that Jesus Christ is come in the flesh is not of God: and 
this is that spirit of antichrist, whereof ye have heard that it should 
come; and even now already is it in the world. 
1 John 4:9 In this was manifested the love of God toward us, because that 
God sent his only begotten Son into the world, that we might live through 
him. 
1 John 5:1 Whosoever believeth that Jesus is the Christ is born of God: and 
every one that loveth him that begat loveth him also that is begotten of 
him. 
1 John 5:18 We know that whosoever is born of God sinneth not; but he that 
is begotten of God keepeth himself, and that wicked one toucheth him not. 
Revelation 1:5 And from Jesus Christ, who is the faithful witness, and the 
first begotten of the dead, and the prince of the kings of the earth. Unto
